Land Acknowledgement 
 
Opening Bidding 
 

My friends in Christ, in this season, when we celebrate the birth of Jesus, let it be our 
delight to hear the message of the angels again and go in heart and mind to Bethlehem 
to see the Son of God lying in a manger. 
 

As we mark once more the mystery of the Word made flesh, let us join with the song of 
angels and saints and make this place ring with our carols and hymns of praise.  
 

But first, let us remember the poverty of the birth of the Christ Child, and pray for the 
poor, the cold, the hungry, and those among us who find that there is no room for them 
at the inn.  
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Let us remember the flight of the Holy Family into Egypt, and pray for the oppressed, 
refugees, the isolated, and those on the edges of our society.  
 

Let us remember that the Lord of Glory experienced the pain of life and death,  
and pray for the sick, the anxious, the weary, and the bereaved.  
 

And remembering the promise that he shall reign for ever and ever, let us pray for the 
rulers of the nations, for peace and justice on earth, for the unity and mission of the 
Church, that we may be a sign that God’s rule on earth has already begun.  
 

With joy in our hearts, let us hear again the story of the birth of Christ, and join with 
Mary and Joseph, with shepherds and wise men, and with all our forebears in faith  
in offering our worship.

Let us give thanks to God our Creator. It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times and in all places give 
thanks and praise to you, almighty and merciful God, through our Saviour Jesus Christ.

May your Word take 
flesh in us. Awaken your people. Fill us with your light. Bring us the gift of peace on 
earth. Come, Holy Spirit. 
 

All praise and glory are yours, Holy One of Israel, Word of God incarnate, Power of the 
Most High, one God, now and forever. Amen.
